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The disciples went to Jesus with a request, 
“Lord, teach us how to pray”.  His response 
was to teach them a prayer that has 
encouraged and given much comfort to 
believers for over 2000 years.  But, how much 
of the prayer do we really understand and how 
often have we prayed it without stopping to 
thinking deeply of the words we are praying? 

This week we are looking at the first line of the 
prayer, ‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed be thy 
name.’ 

Over next few we will be learning about prayer, 
not just so that we might know more, but that 
we might pray more. 

Ice Breaker: Ask each the group: 
When did you first come across the 
Lord’s prayer? 

 
UP: Read Psalm 121.  What aspect of 
the psalm particularly encourages 
you?  Meditate on the Psalm and give 

thanks to God. 
 

UP: Looking at God’s word together:  
Read: Hebrews 4:14-16, Romans

 Pray for any individuals you know that may 
be struggling at the present time. 

OUT: Why do you think people 
outside of the church might not fully 
appreciate the nature and character of
